Note:� Although Rebecca produced her layout digitally,  
our instructions explain how to create it using  
traditional supplies.

Position three vertical and one horizontal photo on 
background paper. Add strips of various patterned papers 
along top of horizontal photo and below entire photo 
block. Attach two strips of rickrack beneath patterned-
paper border. Place two buttons to left of rickrack.

Add splashes of paint at top left and bottom right of 
design. Apply letter stickers for top half of title. Stamp 
letters for bottom word of title and cut out. Position 
party hat embellishment and candle stickers in bottom-
right corner. Tie bow and attach.

Stamp image on photo and background with two 
different ink colors, and align photo to background 
image. Punch holes in striped paper and loop yarn 
through, tying bows on each end.

1 Determine the placement 

of your image and stamp it 

onto your background.

2 Line up the photo and 

place the transparency  

next to and underneath it, 

covering the cardstock.

3 Position the stamp 

exactly in its original spot 

and stamp with a different 

color of ink. Remove the 

transparency to reveal a 

dual-colored image.

1 Round corners of lined background paper. Crop  
three photos to same size and attach along line on 
background. Cut border strip and striped paper to  
same length of photo block. Round corners and attach.

Position journaling card and label, and handwrite text.

Add letter and number stickers for title and date.  
Finish with flower and brad.

1 Stitch dot-paper circle to cardstock background. Layer 
strips of yellow paper, scallop border and striped paper 
atop circle. Attach photos overlapping striped paper.

Staple trim along bottom edge of photos. Affix felt branch 
to layout and add leaves. Apply buttons to scallop.

Stamp journaling circle. Mat and apply to layout. 
Handwrite journaling and add letter stickers for title.
